
Apply the adhesive-backed outer rubber insulators 
near the rear of the Skid Plate as shown. Care should be 
taken when removing the paper backing as the adhe-
sive can easily be pulled off the rubber. See Fig 1.

Attach the Skid Plate at the front U bolt. See Fig 2. 
Then position the thick Center Rubber as shown in Fig 
1 above. Make sure the oil drain bolt access is uncov-
ered. The Center Rubber is not adhesive backed and is 
held in place by being compressed between the engine 
and the skid plate. Lift the Skid Plate and install the 4 
rear clamps. The small outer rubber should contact the 
frame rail. See Fig 3.
